


[bookmark: _Hlk71306648]Minutes of the Meeting of
Carlton-on-Trent Parish Council held on
Tuesday 7th October 2025 at 7.30pm 
in Carlton on Trent Village Hall

Present: 
Cllr M Martin (Vice-Chair), Cllr G Hendrickson, Cllr A Hopkins, Cllr S Pennell, Cllr H Rogers, and T Grimes (Clerk)

1. To consider any apologies for absence
LH gave apologies being abroad and GP gave apologies being unwell, which were both approved.
DCllr SM gave apologies having another meeting to attend.

2. To receive any declarations of interest in items on the agenda
MM declared an interest in the clerk’s wages. 

3. To co-opt two new councillors
The clerk confirmed that the necessary notices had been displayed following the resignation of both Margaret Eley and June Mear and that there had been no request for an election. The clerk had subsequently advertised the two vacancies and received expressions of interest from two members of the public. 

RESOLVED: To elect both candidates to the council.
(proposed MM, seconded GH, carried unanimously)

4. To sign the acceptance of office.
MM welcomed Hannah Rogers and Alice Hopkins to the council and having been duly co-opted and accepted the office, both joined the remainder of the meeting. The clerk noted that there was a New Councillor Training session online on 21st October.

RESOLVED: That HR and AH would attend the training.
(proposed SP, seconded GH, carried unanimously)

5. To approve the minutes of the Annual Parish Council meeting held Tuesday 2nd September 2025 
The minutes were accepted as a true record and duly signed by the chair.

6. To check the minutes of the Parish Meeting held on 2nd September 2025
The minutes were agreed as a true record of the meeting.

7. 10-minute open forum to receive questions and comments from members of the public 
There were no members of the public present but MM reported an incident at the village hall where the spot light wires were pulled from the wall by a hooded man activating the CCTV and the camera was tilted by another setting off an alarm at which point they left. It is assumed they were intending to break in or take oil but the alarm dissuaded them. The CCTV footage was passed to police.

8. To note matters arising from previous minutes 
The clerk reported having asked Notts CC for an update on the posts near the cross roads since they had not been removed, but as yet there had been no response.  

9. To receive updates on any District and County Councillor matters
Neither were present to report.

10. To receive feedback from meetings/training attended
a. Safer Neighbourhood Group
GP had attended and sent a message to say that there was nothing to report.
b. Assertion 10 Training
The clerk reported having attended online training and found it useful. There were 3 aspects to the assertion: emails and IT policy – which the council meet fully having moved to Gov.uk and adopted a new policy, website accessibility - which needs checking by the year end to be able to meet the full statement and GDPR and data protection - which the clerk felt needed a refresher. The information was made available to councillors to ensure all were aware of the requirements.

11. To consider matters related to flooding 
MM reported that NSDC have provided an updated policy which he will circulate to the flood wardens.

12. To report on any ongoing issues from Pears’ lorries
The clerk had received two reports of smell from lorries since the last meeting, which she had added to the growing list.

13. To report on any ongoing issues at One Acre 
SP reported having seen smoke as he drove down the A1 which seemed to be coming from One Acre but he wasn’t sure of the date and the clerk hadn’t heard anything.

14. To consider matters relating to the Great North Road Solar Farm
The clerk reported having submitted the objection with a small addition as circulated by MM regarding loss of farmland.
MM had circulated a Whatsapp reminder for residents to register their response and it would seem some have done so. 
a. Joint Parishes Action Group 
MM reported that the meeting for 6th Oct had been postponed until after the Planning Inspectorate had published all the responses. It is now likely to be week commencing 20th October.


15. To consider responding to the following correspondence:
a. Resident email regarding bin at the South of the village 
The clerk reported that a resident had asked for an update on what action the council was taking in response to the concerns raised. LH has contacted NSDC and arranged a site visit. NSDC confirmed there wasn’t a suitable alternative position and they could not see any safety issues. LH had subsequently responded to the resident addressing each concern and explaining that the litter bin would not be moved.

16. To consider responding to the following consultations:
a. NSDC - Modifications to the Newark and Sherwood Amended Allocations & Development Management Development Plan Document
MM looked at the implications and there was very little of impact for Carlton on Trent, the nearest mention being the removal of Strawberry Fields in Sutton because the development is substantially complete. It was therefore felt that no response was necessary.

17. To consider the following financial matters
a. To note the bank reconciliation
The chair asked if everyone agreed with the figures and then signed the documents.
b. To note the quarter 2 budget report
The clerk reported having received the second precept payment and that all spending was as per the budget except for minor under and over spends that amount to an overall underspend of £15 to date. This was noted.
c. To note the monthly direct debit of £20.99 has started for the email services from Hugofox
This was noted.
d. To approve the following payments 
i. Clerk’s wages TBC
The clerk submitted a timesheet for 24 hours 2 minutes. The additional 4 hours will be deducted from those built up in the past few months, meaning the regular contracted hours would be paid and 16 hours 43 minutes were left in hand for the year end.
ii. Npower bill - £46.69
An electricity bill has been received from Npower for £46.69 covering the period 
1st April 2024 to 31st March 2025, the clerk reported that the charges all applied to the period up to disconnection in October.

RESOLVED: To make these payments.
(proposed GH, seconded SP, carried unanimously, MM did not vote)

The clerk reported having updated the email address on her Unity Trust login account details but that some emails were still going to old email address. Having contacted the bank, she was told it was because the organisation email hadn’t been updated, only the clerk as a person had been updated. The additional change had to be made via the change of details form which needed two signatories. The clerk asked signatories to sign the form updating the main email for the account. 

18. To raise any other business which may need to be included on the agenda of the next meeting
The clerk tabled a copy of Clerks and Councils Direct for circulation.

19. To note the date of the next meeting 
The next meeting will be on 4th November at 7.30pm
