Your Community Needs You!
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It is residents that make the community they live in. We are very fortunate in Carlton on Trent - we have a small, caring community who take pride in their surroundings, ensuring it is a lovely place to live. We’d all like it to stay that way. Please read the following to see how you can do your bit to help. 

Reporting Issues 
The Parish Council have received numerous reports of anti-social behaviour.
Sadly, most of these cannot be resolved at Parish level. If you have issues with any of the following acts, then please report matters to the correct Authority… 

Intimidation/Abuse from other People: 
If there is risk to life, call the police on 999 and if there is physical assault which does not put lives at risk call the police on 101 to report the assault. 
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If there is verbal abuse or intimidation, this should be reported to Newark & Sherwood Anti-Social Behaviour Team. This can be reported via their website https://www.newark-sherw ooddc.gov.uk/report/
or call 01636 650 000 and ask for the team.
Inconsiderate Parking:
This should be reported to the police via the non-emergency number 101. It should be noted that parking on pavements and verges causes walkers to complain because they often cannot get their buggies and mobility scooters along the pavement and have to go into the road. However, parking in the road causes road users to report concerns about reduced visibility. 
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Please consider both parties and park on a straight stretch where you can leave the pavement clear without creating an obscurity for drivers. 

Fly Tipping/Littering:
Newark & Sherwood District Council is responsible for clearing rubbish. You can report issues on the website https://www.newark-sherw ooddc.gov.uk/report/ or by ringing the central telephone number 01636 650 000.
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Please note that any rubbish left on private land is the land owner’s responsibility - the District Council will not remove it, so only report issues on the Highway, in lay-bys or on the verges. 

Potholes/Road or Pavement Damage: 
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Nottinghamshire County Council maintains highways. You can report any problems via: www.nottinghamshire.gov.uk
or using the MyNotts app on a mobile phone. 

Dog Fouling: 
Wardens have been visiting the area to talk to dog walkers about being responsible and picking up after their dogs. The Parish Council no longer has powers to issue fines for failing to pick up after a dog but wardens can. You can request further visits by calling Newark & Sherwood on 01636 650 000.
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There is a bin in Carlton Lane specifically for dog pooh bags. The Parish Council are responsible for organising the emptying of that bin. If it is overflowing you can report it to any of the councillors in the village or contact the clerk on 01636 823070. 
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Getting Involved 
Carlton on Trent has been very lucky to have residents that support each other and people who engage in village life.
But village life wouldn’t be what it is without volunteers! The more volunteers, the more vibrant the community. 

The Annual Meeting of the Parish: 
If you have any comments relating to the parish, you can raise them at the meeting on 16th May at 7pm in the village hall.
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Following reports of anti-social behaviour, it is hoped that Newark & Sherwood Council will be in attendance to discuss plans for tackling the problem. 

The Parish Council:
This year is an election year for Parish Councillors. At least one councillor will not be standing for re-election so why not join the Parish Council and help determine how your community develops. 
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The council meets the first Tuesday of every month for 1 to 2 hours. If you want to know more about what is involved or how to stand for election please talk to any of the present councillors or contact the clerk on 01636 823070. 

The Village Hall:
