Minutes of the meeting held on 
Tuesday 1st June 2021 at 7.30pm 
in Carlton on Trent Village Hall

Present:

1. To consider any apologies for absence
Cllr, L Hopkins gave apologies due to being on holiday which were accepted. LH did however, follow the meeting on Zoom.
CCllr BL gave apologies.

2. To receive any declarations of interest in items on the agenda
MM declared an interest in the clerk’s wages.

3. To accept the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held Tuesday 4th May 2021 via Zoom 
The minutes were accepted as a true record and duly signed by the chair.

4. To review the minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held Tuesday 4th May 2021 via Zoom 
The minutes were checked and noted as correct, ready for formal approval at the next annual meeting.

5. 10-minute open forum to receive questions and comments from members of the public
There were no members of the public present but ME asked if the road sweeper could be requested since Bell Lane and Main Street (northbound) were both very gravelly.
RW reported that residents had again raised the issue of parking on pavements opposite the telephone kiosk. It was suggested they report the matter to the police.

6. To note the following matters arising from previous minutes 
a. Carlton Cares
TG reported that there was some funding remaining which would be used to get everyone together as intended for VE Day last year, but that it seemed wise to wait until the Queens jubilee next year when hopefully there would be no fear of cancellation. There would now be a final newsletter giving self help advice for residents, although it was hoped some of the initiatives, like trails, would continue.
b. Notts CC Broadband Voucher Scheme
MM reported that he now had a new contact for the scheme and they said there had been a calculation error so the project was being priced up again.
c. CIL Money Bench 
The clerk informed the meeting that the S112 permission had been granted and the bench could now be installed.
d. Community Litter Bin project
The clerk reported that a further reminder had been sent but as yet no bin had appeared.

7. To receive updates on any District and County Councillor matters
DCllr SM reported that Safer Neighbourhood meetings would be starting again in July, noting that parking issues could be raised at these meetings. She then gave a full run down of the county’s vaccination figures to date, asking that the parish council make it known – anyone over 40 can now turn up at Newark Show ground without an appointment.

8. To review the following policies
a. Risk Assessment
It was agreed the Covid risk assessment looked comprehensive and should be added to the existing risk assessment until no longer needed.
b. Financial Regs
It was felt that the new model financial Regs should be adopted with the same thresholds as appear in the existing regs.
c. Standing Orders
It was suggested the changes were minor and should be implemented.

9. To consider the following financial matters
a. To note the bank reconciliation 
It was agreed the bank rec and statements should be signed.
b. To approve the following payments 
i. Clerks wages and HMRC 
The clerk reported that the payment would be the regular amount but that there would be a sizable PAYE element due to a temporary BR tax coding. 
ii. E-on kiosk electricity - £40.69

RESOLVED: To make the above payments.
(proposed ME, seconded RW, carried unanimously, MM did not vote)

10. To raise any other business which may need to be included on the agenda of the next meeting
MM suggested that a councillor take responsibility for the new resident leaflets so that no new residents are missed and no properties receive numerous copies. DWP offered to deliver these.
TG reported that the insurance had been sorted with a quote at the 11th hour from Community Action Suffolk at £174.27 on a three year agreement.
DWP mentioned the drain on Main Street and the adjacent sunken road which created puddling in wet weather. DCllr SM offered to take this up.

11. To note the date of the next meeting
